The districts of Santiago Centro and Estacion Central in the Metropolitan Region started the
transition phase after a 143-day quarantine, one of the longest quarentines in the world. But
shortly after the mobility restrictions were lifted on Monday, the Asia Pacifico mall had to be
shut down again because hundreds of customers queued inside the compound without
respecting social distancing rules.

According to the mayor of Santiago, Felipe Alessandri, some customers went shopping
because of the “irresistible sales” offered by the shop “Tu Outlet”. But Alessandri insisted
that with liberty also comes responsibility, adding that “human stupidity has been superior.”



“Tu Outlet” owner, Isabel ZuRiga, commented that the agglomerations resulted from people
wanting to buy products they could sell. “They are independent workers ... desperate to buy
products they can sell, desperate to work.”

Zuiiga said she prepared all the sanitary measures to open her store. She said she used
Facebook to appoint visits and have control of the number of customers insider her store. She
contradicted Alessandri saying that “our prices are always the same.”
